The House Concept

The Williamsport Area High School is subdivided into thtdeuses;" each containing ostieird of the students in each of the four grade levels.

History of the Williamsport

Area High School

Although Williamsport's first school was in operation by
1802, only six years after the city's foundindnigh school did
not come into existence until after the Civil War.

In 1869 an examination of pupils in the three highest grades
in schools then in existence determined the selection of 13

young people who, with Samuel Transeau as principal,
constitutedhe Williamsport High School. Even though the
entire physical plant consisted of one small room on West

Fourth Street between Hepburn and Elmira streets, the public

objected to the additional expense of this new school.
Over the next 18 years the Miimsport High School had

The Class of 1888 consisted of 160 pupils; by 1900 the high
school had eleven teachers and 370 students. At the turn of the
century, four courses of study were available: classical, Latin
scientific,

Englishscientific and commercial, this last department being
housed in the Washington Elementary School. The courses of
study included such subjects as Greek, rhetoric, declamation,
essays and orations.

A fire on Saturday morning, April 4, 191dompletely
destroyed the Williamsport High School building and all
school records. At the time of the fire, however, a new high
school building was already under way at West Third and
Susquehanna Streets, and the Class of d@tdgraduated in
this still unfinished structure. Two decades later, increased
enrollment necessitated the addition of a new wing and a
gymnasium, which was built on later, which was built on the
south side of West Third Street. This high school building and
gymnasium are now part &he Pennsylvania College of
Technology.

The name "Williamsport High School" was changed to the
"Williamsport Area High School" in 1964, soon after the
decision of the Pennsylvania Department of Education to
consolidate and reduce the number of schasttidts across
the state. January 1972 saw the Williamsport Area High
School community move into its present building where the
Commons, long walks between classes, the swimming pool
and three cafeterias became a way of life.

Like its structuresthe Williamsport Area High School
traditions have spanned a good many years. The school colors
date back at least to 1895, whEme Cherry and Whitghe
school's magazine, first appeared. The earliest available
football statistics are for the 1897 season, lvicl the team
showed a €-2 record.La Memoireoriginated in 1920; before
that time a special edition @he Cherry and Whitead served
annually in place of a yearbookthletic teams have been
known as the Wolverines, the Black Shirts, the Billtowners
and, since miell930, the MillionairesThis current
designation echoes the name of a local baseball team of 1890,
in the TriState League, and undoubtedly refers to
Williamsport's days as "the lumber capital of the world" and to
the stately homes along "Mdnaires' Row" on West Fourth
Street.

From one downtown room with 13 pupils to a building
covering 11.8 acres and accommodating as many as 2,000
students, the Williamsport Area High School has come a long
way.



Program of Studies

A Flexible
Educational Program

There are no fixed curricula at the Williamsport
Area High School such as the business, the college
preparatay, or the general course of study. There
are, however, some basic requirements designed t
give all students a sound educational background
and some restrictions concerning the year in which
certain subjects may be studied. Beyond these,
students may elécourses that are best suited to
their abilities and future plans. However, every
student should elect courses in one or two areas to
gain a good foundation for further study or
immediate employment upon graduation.

Although this type of flexible progam necessitates
much planning by student and counselor, it is
superior to the fixed curricula where all student
needs may not be met. With flexibility, students ma
prepare for entrance into a college or university, or
they may prepare to go immediatelpm high
school into certain skilled jobs in business and
industry, or, in some cases, they may prepare for
either eventuality.

Graduation Requrements

A student must accumulate twerttyo credits in grades 9
through 12 in order to qualify for a Williamsport Area High
School diploma. Among these are required credits in the areas
of English, Social Studies, Mathematics, Science, Health &
Physicd Education, Keyboarding and Careers and the Arts
and Humanities.

The New Required Standard Graduation Project

The first opportunity for studémto complete a
graduationproject will occur during American History,
which for the majority of or students, the project will
occur in their junior year, likely during the third marking
period. The project will be a fotsix page formal research
paper, complete with thesis, support and bibliography. The
topic of this paper would be derived from a b§the one
hundred top news stories of thé"2fntury, as determined
by scholars, economists, historians and editors. The breadth
and scope of this list provides students an array of choices
to examine a historicalpased topic that connects with
their interests.

Students will have an additional, or extended, oppdstuni
to complete the duationproject during World History in
their senior year. This avenue will exist to benefit the small
number of students who are either new to our district, or
any student who has not fulfilled the requirements of the
project during the junior year.

A student who transfers into this district will still be
required to complete the standard project, despite any
graduation project that has been completed inthigo
former district.

The high school will create a zecoedit course that will
serve as an indicator of completion. This will appear on the
studentds transcript. The
will be the responsibility of the appropriate dedevel
history teacher. This change will eliminate the disparity
that has occurred in the past regarding the interpretation
and application of a general rubric by a teacher who may
not have a student in class.

If a student does not reach the profitievel of the
standard graduation project during the third marking
period, it will not detract from his or her marking period
grade. The classroom teacher may then allow the student to
complete or revise the project during the fourth marking
period. If be student has not completed the standard
graduation project by the end of the junior year, he or she
will have additional opportunities to complete it during the
World History course in their senior year.

The social studies teacher will have the pgative to
assign the student extra credit on his or her marking period
grade as additional incentive for completing the standard
graduation project at the proficient or advanced level. The

Students
will select heir research paper topic from this list, which
will be provided at the beginning of the third marking
period of the junior year, or upon arrival at WAHS for
transferring juniors or seniors.




Graduation Project

Research Paper Format:
Students will tilize the following format for the
graduation project once a topic has been selected and
thoroughly researched. The style of this research paper will
be informational, and the parameters are as follows:
1- Introduce the selected topic and preview the
comporents that will be discussed.

2- Describe the selected event and identify the
important historical figures involved.

3- Relate the historical origins of the chosen event.
Examine the circumstances, atmosphere, or
correlated events that acted as a catalysigo th
news story.

4- Analyze the modern impact of the chosen event.
Support any assertion with an example of how this
event has benefited or changed modern American
life.

5- Hypothesize the impact on modern society if this
chosen event had not occurr&dipport asertions
by discussing how modern America would be
different.

6- Conclude the research project by identifying local
historical links to this chosen event. Describe the
influence that this event has had on the residents of
Lycoming County, in a related exaie.

Assessment:

Evaluation of the WAHS Graduation Project will utilize
the PSSA Writing Rubric; this rubric is also the district
standard for formal writing. However, an additional
component will be added to the assessment process to
determine whethecritical thinking skills have been applied
to the research. This additional evaluative component will

stipulate that an adapted project is more appropriate, and
define that adapted project for the student. Special
Education students will also have thygportunity to elect to
complete an Advanced Graduation Project, provided that
selection is in accordance with the IEP, and they have
completed the regular Graduation Project in accordance
with the regulations above.

The Advanced Graduation Project

For gudents who are interested in going beyond the
research paper, there remains the opportunity to propose
and undertake an Advanced Graduation Project, whose
completing will be noted

The Advanced Graduation Project will be avaiatul
the students who decide to explore educational
opportunities beyond the standard project requirements, in
a particular area of interest to them, and are not necessarily
related to the standard Graduation Project. The Advanced
Graduation Project wilbe maintained in its current format,
as noted in the Graduation Project guide, with the exception
of the timeline. It will utilize the established protocol and
requirements for the assignment of advisors, and for the
completion of the Advanced GraduatiBroject. This
project will become available to students during the fourth
marking period of their junior year. It will have a
completion deadline of
year. Itis important to note that all students will fulfill the
requirenents of the regular Graduation Project as a
prerequisite to undertaking the Advanced Graduation
Project. Similarly, it is important to realize that any
student who also elects to work on the Advanced
Graduation Project will not have his or her graduagitams
jeopardized by any circumstances that hinder the
completion of this project, because the prerequisite project
will have been completed.

PSSA Graduation Requirements

There are ginificant changes ahead for student members of
the Williamsport Area High School with respect to graduation
requirements.

As noted elsewhere in this handbook, the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania has mandated requirements above and beyond
t he di sstribad 22 ciedits fpr graduation from the high
school.

Students intending to graduate in subsequent years will be
eligible to receive a diploma only by fully and successfully
completing the following requirements:

1. Earning a minimum of 22 credits the appropriate
distribution (or the equivalent by a waiver approved
by the high school principal) and

2. Completing the three "igrade PSSA components
(Writing, Reading and Mathematics), and fulfilling
each additional conditiotihat results from the
student 6s performance r
detailed below. Each junior must sit for all three
ddrhponferts ®f the dtate @s€e8sinéhs In th&winterof
the junior year, the Writing Assessment is given.
During the spring of the yeahe Mathematics and
Reading portions of the assessment are given.
Individual scores for these assessments are returned
in late May (Writing) and late August (Mathematics
and Reading). For each of these assessments, there
are four possible ratings: Adweed, Proficient,

Basic and Below Basic. Each rating has an impact on
the student in terms of what happens as a result of
that level of achievement.

A student who achieves a Basic or Below
Basic rating on any element of the PSSA
shall have the opportunity to sit for thate
retest in those areas of Basic or Below Basic
attainment given in the fall of the senior
year. The state literature accompanying the
assessment indicates that participation in the
retest is entirely voluntary, but students
choosing not to sit for thetest will need to
sign-off on that retesting process for state
records. We will encourage our students
who have achieved at the Basic level to sit
for the state retest.

Students who scored at the Below Basic
level will not be encouraged to sit foreth
state retest; those students need more
classroom time and skill acquisition in the
test areas, and should continue to increase
their skills through continued classroom
work, extra assistance from instructors, and
self-paced tutorials in the assessmee@ar

It is important to note that the state currently
estimates that it will return the results of the
retest to schools in late February. Special

education students whose

All will be reflective of the
standards created by the state. Each student
who subsequently passes the DLA will be
deemed to have performed at a Proficient
level, and will therefore be eligible to

receive a Williamsport Area High School
diploma, provided the 22 credit requirement
is met. Students attaining a Proficient rating
via the DLA will not be eligible to receive a
state certificate.

Any student vko, following the DLA, still
remains at the Basic or Below Basic level
(.e,has not fAPassedo t
required to attend a orweek presummer
school session, the week following the end
of school. There will be no charge for this
service. Socessful completion of this 20
hour achievement session in the necessary
subject area(s) will cause the student to be
deemed eligible to receive a diploma from
this high school, albeit after the formal
graduation ceremony. A student failing to
complete tis program will not be eligible to
receive a diploma, not having met either
state or district standard requirements,
regardless of credit status (and beginning
with the Class of 2004, the Graduation
Project).

Currently, a student who has earned 21
credits through the final quarter of the senior
year is eligible to process, provided he/she
has made provisions to make up thmaf
credit during thesummer school session. A
diploma would be awarded upon successful
ompletian af the final negessary course.

Course Change Process

2. Scheduled for a course that has already been passed.

3. Scheduled for a repeated cours¢hvdgame teacher
(where possible); such changes must be completed
within the first week of school.

4. Addendum to IEP.

5. Seniors meeting "Life Experiences" criteria within
the one week window to do so.

6. Students wishing to enrich schedule ("Difficulty
Factor" ofnew course exceeds that of course being
replaced), provided adlligibility requirements are
met.

7. Any accelerated student iff rade from one of the
di strictds middle school
at the high school may drop the course and return to
his/her middle school upon written parental request,
and notification of the middle school principal
involved.

All other requests for schedule changes require
administrative approval, §t by the Curriculum Supervisaf,
applicable, and finally throdgprincipal approval.

Student requested changes require a written note of
parental consent to initiate the process. Provision of consent
in no way guarantees that the request will ultimately be
granted.

A substandard grade does not constitute a lssi
for requesting a course change.

PLEASE NOTE: All course selection forms must
be signed by the student's parent or guardian ang
school counselor. Once thigpproval has been
given, changes in a student's program are difficul
at best, and at times impossible to arrange.
However, when a compelling request is properly
presented, due consideration will be given to that
request.
