THE LITERACY COLLABORATIVE AT COCHRAN ELEMENTRY SCHOOL

The Literacy Collaborative model in our intermediate grades provides us with tools to encourage your
children to enjoy reading. We use a variety of approaches to excite our students, especially those who
are reluctant readers. Each of these suggestions can be used at home to continue to encourage and create
lifelong readers.

READ TOGETHER: Reading together is a powerful tool in motivating a child. In school, it is our
Read Aloud program while at home it may be listening to a tape together in the car.

BEYOND BOOKS: Reading materials come in many different genres. In school, we read fiction, non-

fiction, poetry and magazines. At home, you may read the instructions to a board game, a recipe, or the
comics from the newspaper.

when students read their writing to the class. At home, you may take a well-known story and turn it into
a silly poem or talk about song lyrics as a form of poetry.

CREATE A GOAL: In school, the children have independent reading goals and are rewarded when
they are reached. At home, you could create a chart and set a goal for a certain number of books read in
a month or challenge your child to read different genres in a month with a specific reward in mind.

At home, setting aside a specific time each day will create anticipation for the
event. It will also send the message to your child that reading is an important activity at home as well as
at school.

Olweus Bullying Prevention Program

of this program are to reduce existing bullying problems among students, prevent the development of new
bullying problems, and achieve better peer relations at school.

Three Key Components of Bullying Behavior

¢ Involves an aggressive behavior

¢ Typically involves a pattern of behavior repeated over time
¢ Imbalance of power or strength

Once the program is kicked off in January, all students should understand our school rules for bullying,
what to do if they or someone else 1s being bullied, and the consequences for the behavior.

FLU SEASON

The flu season is here. The flu is easily spread by coughing and/or sneezing. Please do
not send your child to school if they have flu-like symptoms. To assist us in monitoring
the number of students with flu-l i ke sympt oms, pl ease ca
sence.

Symptoms of the Flu: Seasonal---Fever (100 F or 37.8 C), coughing, and/or sore throat,
runny or stuffy nose, headaches and/or body aches, chills, and fatigue.

H1N1 (Swine)- Fever (100 F or 37.8 C), coughing and/or stuffy nose, headaches, and/or
body aches, chills, and fatigue. In addition to these symptoms, a number of swine flu
cases reported: include vomiting and diarrhea.

NOTE: Students who are ill must stay home for at least 24 hours after the fever has sub-
sided without the use of a fever-reducing medicine such as Tylenol.
