Examples of dress 
not permitted: flip flops, tank tops, 
spaghetti strap tops, midriff shirts, 
muscle shirts, clothing with inappro-
priate wording and scanty shorts that 
do not extend beyond the studentôs 
fingertips when the hands are held at 
his or her side. Upon entering the 
building, hats must be immediately 
removed. The wearing of clothing/
jewelry that exhibits references to 
drugs, alcohol, tobacco products, vio-

lence, sex, profanity, or gang-related 
activities is not permitted. School 
officials may impose limitations on 
dress if attire causes a disruption of 
the educational process or constitutes 
a health or safety hazard under the 
guidelines of the policy.  

Reminder: sleepwear and slip-
pers are not permitted.
