Geocaching TEEP:

What is geocaching? Geocaching is a worldwide game of hiding and seeking treasure. The treasure is usually in the
form of a container of some kind. A geocacher can place a geocache in the world, pinpoint its location using GPS
technology and then share the geocache's existence and location online. Anyone with a GPS device can then try to
locate the geocache. There is a geocache located here at Lycoming Valley named the pioneer portal, that has been
visited 41 times since we created it Feburary 3, X0&Mave released several travel bugs in our class also. Sim-

ply put, a Groundspeak Travel Bug is a trackable tag that you attach to an item. This allows you to track your item

on Geocaching.com. The item becomes a hitchhiker that is carried from cache to cache (or person to person) in the
real world and you can follow its progress online.
