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Sometimes there are certain situations or issues that arise in our lives that we 
canôt control.  Now and then students find themselves in situations where they 
could use some advice and direction from an adult.  At school we have estab-
lished a group of school personnel whoôve been trained to recognize high risk 
students.  We call it CARE team.    CARE stands for Concerns, Assistance, 
Referral, and Effort and those are the supports we try to offer students who are 
referred.  Students may have problems that require an intervention or the situa-
tion may also interfere with their ability to be successful in school.  CARE can 
help!

If your child is being bullied at 
school, this can be a very painful 
experience for your child and 
your family. Here are some 
things you can do to support 
your child: 

Never tell your child to ig-
nore the bully 

Donôt blame your  child for 
the bullying 

Allow your child to talk 
about the experience 

Empathize with the child. 

Donôt criticize 

Do not encourage physical 
retaliation 

Here are some tips if you find 
that your child is doing the bull-
ing: 

Make it clear to your child 
that you take bullying seri-
ously and that it is not okay. 

Make rules within your fam-
ily for your childôs behavior. 

Use nonphysical 
consequences, a 
loss of rights. 

Keep close 
track of his or her 
activities. Find out 
who your childôs 
friends are. 

Share con-
cerns with the 
school personnel.
