Please 
read the following reminder con-
cerning the dress code found in 
the Student Rights and Respon-
sibility manual. This yearôs copy 
is being mailed out again to all 
homes from the Office of Stu-

dent     Services. The wearing of 
clothing that exposes the midriff or but-
tocks is not permitted. The wearing of 
pants or shorts below the waist is not 
permitted. Examples of dress not permit-
ted: flip flops, tank tops, spaghetti strap 
tops, midriff shirts, muscles shirts, cloth-
ing with inappropriate wording and 
scanty shorts that do not extend beyond 
the studentôs fingertips when the hands 
are held at his or her side. Upon enter-
ing the building, hats must be immedi-
ately removed. The wearing of clothing/

jewelry that exhibits references to drugs, 
alcohol, tobacco products, violence, sex, 
profanity, or gang-related activities is 
not permitted. School officials may im-
pose limitations on dress if attire causes 
a disruption of the educational process 
or constitutes a health or safety hazard 
under the guidelines of the policy. 
Lined coats are not permitted to 
be worn during the school day.
